Lives in Brussels (BE), born in Tokyo (JP).

Suchan Kinoshita (°1960) is born in Tokyo into a Japanese-German family. In the early eighties she
studies music in Cologne. Throughout the eighties Kinoshita also works for the Theater am Marien-
platz in Krefeld, Germany, where she acts, directs and designs props. In the early nineties, after
completing her studies at the Jan van Eyck Academy in Maastricht, the Netherlands, she emerges as
a visual artist. Several years ago she moved to Brussels after having lived in the Netherlands.

Kinoshita’s art incorporates — quite literally, because it usually concerns the body — elements from
her background in experimental music and theatre, not least the direct connection she establishes
between work and audience. Her works of art unfold through time, as a dynamic process in which
the personal relationship between the spectator and the work take shape. The here and now of the
presentation is key. Static depictions and representations of ‘something else’ are only a distraction.

Kinoshita’s mixed background and her experience in multiple artistic disciplines are clearly visible
in her work, in which she looks for boundaries, transgresses them, and ignores them. The experi-
ence of time and space is a common theme in her work. Important here are both the different con-
ceptions of time and space in the two cultures in which she is rooted, as well as the different ways
in which time and space are employed and depicted in the disciplines of theatre, music and visual
art. She combines the process-based approach of theatre and music with the generally more static
nature of visual art.

ABOUT

Aslan Gaisumov (born in 1991 in Grozny, Chechnya, lives in Grozny and Amsterdam) is an interna-
tionally successful young artist. He emerged in his early twenties, after participating in the Third
Moscow Biennial for Young Art in 2012. After his first museum solo exhibition, at M HKA in Antwerp
in 2016, he has participated in a number of international group exhibitions at venues such as Kuns-
thalle Wien and Stedelijk Museum in Amsterdam, as well as in this year’s Liverpool and Riga bienni-
als. Gaisumov was awarded the Future Generation Art Price by the Pinchuk Art Centre in Kiev in 2014
and the Innovation Price, in the ‘New Generation’ category, by Russia’s National Centre for Contem-
porary Art in 2016. His works are in prominent collections across Europe and Russia.

Gaisumov, who grew up during the two Chechen Wars of 1994-96 and 1999-2009, has gained rec-
ognition for his visually and conceptually convincing articulations of the country’s colonial history
and recent past. Working with the moving image, with objects and installations and on paper, he
has established himself as a shrewd, sophisticated transformer of historical wrongdoing — and in
particular the void of silence that all too often cordons it off — into crystalline images that unite the
corporeal and the analytic, the incandescent and the meditative.

Kristina Sedlerova-Villanen works with geological sediments, human made poorly degradable phys-
ical matter, immaterial sources and language deposits. She makes transitions in raw materials and
the information history they are loaded with, incorporating them into varied forms and sizes.
Kristina has MFA in sculpture from Finnish Academy of Fine Arts, Helsinki, Finland and MA in sce-
nography from Aalto University School of Arts, Design and Architecture, Helsinki, Finland.

Her works have been exhibited at Titanik Gallery, Turku; MUU Kaapeli Gallery, Helsinki; Eemil Art Mu-
seum, Lapinlahti; Colombo Art Biennale, Colombo; FISAD 2015, Turin; Exhibition Laboratory, Helsinki;
Taiga-Space, Saint Petersburg and Sorbus-gallery, Helsinki. She lives and works in Helsinki.

Her works are staged set pieces, slowly revealed with time. They speak of absence, presence and
existence. As the artist herself says, “Time as a concept is intriguing to me. The approaches to mea-
suring time or having a shortage of time are topics | speculate about. | think that we can’t even talk
about ‘not having time’ to do this or that, because we can’t deny the existence of time.”

The primary materials Sedlerova works with are geological sediments and degradable manmade
materials. Through the process of degradation, the most interesting forms of the materials and
forms appear. The material itself often determines the form of the work.

Sedlerova explains, “I enjoy the quality of time embedded in the material. When | work with natural
salt from Sicily, | work with the ocean waters condensed/converted into a hard state. This physical
state is temporary until new circumstances are applied. | highly appreciate nature as a given over-
whelming unstable environment.”

ABOUT

Koen Kloosterhuis (1994) vraagt zich af hoe de natuurlijke wereld zich verhoudt tot de kunstmatige
schepping van de mens en in welke mate zijn eigen identiteit van buitenaf wordt gevormd. “Ik kwam
er al snel achter, dat ik wilde dat mijn werk geen ding in de wereld was maar een plek’, aldus Kloos-
terhuis. ‘Ik wilde dat mensen zich in mijn werk konden bevinden.”

Zo maakte hij een soort kooi (Caput, 2013) waarin hij materialen en objecten van buiten verwerkte
tot kleine sculpturen, totdat de ruimte zo vol werd dat hij die moest verlaten. In zijn onderzoek is

het huis van zijn vader vaak een vertrekpunt. Voor A realm of intimate power (second nature) (2018)
keek hij naar het woonhuis als een soort collage. Een logische verzameling voor wie erin opgroeit,
maar feitelijk een artificieel bij elkaar gebrachte opeenstapeling van spullen die samen een omgev-
ing vormen. In een cirkel van houten vioerdelen ligt een kleurrijke vogel naast kauwgomballen en
blokken. Het is natuur tegenover cultuur. Feitelijk hebben ze niets met elkaar te maken, maar in de
context van zijn vaders huis horen ze bij elkaar.

Paradise, voortgekomen uit hetzelfde onderzoek, baseerde Kloosterhuis op Nederlandse tuinen en in
het bijzonder de tuin van zijn vader: een betonvlakte met een verzameling tuinbeelden — onder an-
dere van Maria en een panda. De titel Paradise is een verwijzing naar de middeleeuwse kloostertuin
als afspiegeling van het Paradijs.

Dickson’s works crate its own hallucinatory and extraordinarily diverse world, which has been de-
termined by elements of American culture (from Herman Melville’s Moby Dick, to the native ameri-
can figure of the ‘trickster’), mithology, philosophy or urban, public and domestic spaces. Dickson’s
visceral motifs interweave with each other creating deeply intricate compositions. His drawings and
paintings roil with intense colors, abstract figures, dense landscapes. His sculptural works (objects,
installations) seem a surreal extension of them but also a representation of artist’s highly concerted
imagination.

Anders Dickson (1988, Wisconsin, USA) was an artist in residence at De Ateliers, Amsterdam (NL)
and studied at the fine arts academy in Karlsruhe (DE), the Stadelschule in Frankfurt (DE), the Albert
Ludwigs University in Freiburg im Breisgau (DE) and the University of Minnesota at the Philosophy
Department in Duluth and Twin Cities (US).

Rodrigo Hernandez (b. Mexico City, 1983) lives and works in Lishon, Portugal. He studied at the Jan
Van Eyck Academie, Maastricht (2014) and obtained a BA at the Staatliche Akademie der Bildenden
Kiinste in Karisruhe in 2013.

Rodrigo Hernandez’s highly idiosyncratic visual vocabulary invites -in the same manner as fiction-
the halting of belief and the adoption of imaginative perception. Each of his installations is con-
structed as a rebus of various sources, such as poetry, philosophy, narrative and dreams. The myriad
of historical and aesthetic references in his work serves not as a statement in itself, but rather as an
experiment on synthesis, which the viewer navigates through like a cosmos of possibilities. Hernan-
dez’s paintings, reliefs, sculptures and installations operate like machines for flexing the imagina-
tion, triggering encounters between imagery and meaning-making, and between forms and their
environments.

ABOUT

In her practice, Giulia Genci uses immemorial gestures as well as the most advanced technologies,
but her most important tool is her hands. The simplicity of forms, the absence of ornamentation give
strength to her sculptures, and can enable for instance branches to become electric cables. Between
crafts and industry, they evoke a perverted cabinet of curiosities. They are threatening and vulner-
able at once, dealing with burial and resurrection. The envelopment of everyday objects transforms
them into talismans; what’s below the casting and coating is known only by its creator. The covering
of these raw materials contains them as much as it hides them, modifying them into relics of our
failing world, or into distant cousins of Pompeii’s ancient bodies frozen in lava for eternity. For her
coating, the artist works with silicone, dust taken from the walls of exhibition spaces, bone black
pigment, ashes, marble dust, clay... This includes “traditional” art materials but she never uses
them new and clean, on the contrary she is more interested in the leftovers.

Giulia Cenci (1988, Cortona, IT) graduated at the Academy of Fine Arts in Bologna, IT (2007-2012),
received a Master of Fine Arts at St.Joost Academy, Den Bosch-Breda, NL (2013-2015) and she took
part in deAteliers residency, Amsterdam, NL (2015-2017).
